Our outreach includes schools of social work, urban 

planning and community development, and education. We will 

transport the books that we collect to St. Paul, MN.  There, they 

will be loaded into the container, and the container will be filled 

with additional books from the Books For Africa warehouse. The 

books donated by Books For Africa are of high quality—

including textbooks in the fields of medicine, health, computer 

science, humanities, and the social science—and range from 

primary to secondary to post-secondary education.   

In Ethiopia, the distribution of the books will be managed by the 

Gedam Sefer Community University Partnership. Our Partnership 

successfully managed and distributed a container of books in May 2008 to 2 universities, 3 community libraries, 

and 9 schools in Ethiopia.  We are also working with Love for Children Organization, Children Aid – Ethiopia 

(CHAD-ET), and other NGOS that work to provide access to basic services for vulnerable children and to promote 

the rights of the child. Since I work intensively with the Partnership, I can assure you that these books and journals 

will get to the libraries and organizations that are collaborating with us in Ethiopia.
